Expectations:

Listen to and follow instructions

Encourage learning by not interrupting or distracting

Arrive to class on time (in seat when the bell rings)

Respect the person, property, and time of the teacher and classmates

No leaving the classroom without being dismissed 
NOTE:  I, NOT THE BELL, dismiss you.  

Gum, Drink, and Food Policy:

You may chew gum in class as long as I don’t see it, hear it, or begin finding it on the desks and carpet.  Drinks are allowed ONLY if they have lids.  No food is allowed.

Absences
If you have an unexcused absence, you will receive a zero for any work done that day.  If you are excused, please see me at the END of the hour or before or after school.    You have one day to make up work for every day you were absent UNLESS you make other arrangements with me AS SOON as you return.

Late Work: No late work will be accepted UNLESS you have an excused absence.  If this is the case, you have one day, for each day you were absent, to make up the work…UNLESS arrangements were made with me on the day you returned to school. 

I understand that there are unforeseen circumstances that arise that make it impossible to finish a homework assignment.  If that is the case, please call me at home the night before, e-mail me, or come see me BEFORE school and I will work with you to find a solution.  Otherwise, you will follow the late work policy.
Attendance:  Regular attendance is extremely important for you to succeed.  Attendance is part of your participation grade.  Absences will hurt you because you cannot participate in instruction, oral exercises, class activities, discussions or questions, or videos if you are not present.  
Tardy policy:  You are expected to be in your seat when the bell rings each day and to be working on the “Preguntas del Día” that you will do in your notebook at the beginning of each class.  The school-wide tardy policy is as follows:

Cell Phones and Electronic Equipment:  Occasionally we will use cell phones for a class project.  If I haven’t “okayed” their use, cell phones and other electronic equipment must be kept out-of-sight and turned-off during class in order to avoid distraction and disruption of the learning environment.  Using cell phones without permission may result in their confiscation.  

Cheating:  Cheating includes copying answers on tests or assignments, glancing at nearby test papers, swapping papers, stealing, plagiarizing, using on-line translators,  having your cell phone visible (even if not in use) during an exam, and illicitly giving or receiving help on exams or assignments -- in short, presenting another's work or ideas as your own. You are expected to conduct yourself with integrity. When you cheat, or aid someone else in cheating, you violate a trust.  Cheating will result in a grade of zero on the work and will be reported to your assistant principal and your parents.
Course Explanation:  You will find Spanish 3 to be a much different language class than any that you’ve had in the past. This year you will learn the remaining grammar that you need to be successful with Spanish and we will also review and practice the concepts and vocabulary that you’ve learned in the past.  You will find that you’ll need to study more in order to be successful. Spanish 3 puts greater emphasis on reading, writing, and speaking in the target language.  To perfect language comprehension, we’ll be watching a telenovela.
